YMCA of the Capital Area and BREC  have partnered to provide the community with 
opportunities for recreational swimming and learn to swim program at BREC pools 
throughout the parish.  Summer Season begins May 22nd. 
 
All pools have recreational swimming hours from 2:00 pm – 5:00 pm, Sunday through 

Saturday.   

 
Swim lessons will be offered at 8:15 am and between 5:30 pm – 6:45 pm, Monday 

through Thursday beginning June 7 and ending July 15.  These lessons are designed 
for children age 3 and up who do not know how to swim.  We also offer adult learn to 
swim classes.  Each class will last 30 minutes and 8 classes are offered per 2 week 
session.  The cost for an entire session is $6.50 per person.
